There are 7 other churches right now that need to be 
registered, but because of lack of funds have not been 
able to do so. 

Report from Rio Grande Valley: The Bethesda Baptist Church is growing!  In November we will be having baptisms, 
and the attendance has been steadily climbing.  In April and May we averaged 36, in June and July we averaged 38, and 
in August and September we averaged 40!  Since our last letter to you, we have seen 5 saved and 2 dedicate their lives to 
full-time service!  Please pray for the economy of this area.  We have lost two families due to poor paying jobs.  One 
moved to Houston, the other to Irving.  Both are making well over 2 dollars an hour more than they did here (with the 
same companies)!   Prices are high (because of Mexicans coming to buy and Winter-Texans coming to live) and wages 
are low  (because of the cheap labor).
