The puppet ministry is coming along. | have given Pastor Telebar our first official script to
translate. We have been working every Wednesday on the basics of puppetry. | keep
hearing from our team how much more there is too think about, and how much harder it is
than it looks. Thatis so true! You have to think about opening the puppet's mouth properly,
and at the right time, as well as where the puppet looks (so they aren’t always looking at the
ceiling or floor), and you have to think about giving the puppet “emotion”, as well as moving
the hand with an arm rod (and remembering to actually move the hand, so they aren’t always
raising their hands in the air, etc.), as well as many other things. So it certainly takes time to
have a good puppet ministry. | think we are finally ready to move on to our shows. Please
pray for me, as | continue to write scripts, and for our team as we practice every week.
