Norris Bible Baptist Seminary, by the
enabling grace of God, has “stayed the course”
of being a preacher training center. It has also continued its resurgence as it
completes its 34th year of operation. Our reemphasis since the fall of 2014,
has been singularly the training of preachers and their wives.

NBBS has been blessed by the quality of students that have largely
characterized its student body. This certainly bears witness to the working
of God in our midst. Furthermore, from May 2015 to May 2018, we will
have graduated 16 students. All of whom are very active in the ministry.

SEVEN GRADUATES THIS MAY
We have four candidates for a bachelor’s degree, two for an associate’s
degree and one for a one-year Bible certificate.

Besides the benefit received from the
classes, the student has a certificate to show for it. In general, this certificate
can equip someone to be more effective in their church work. The presence
of a few church members every year, enhances the education experience of
the preachers who are in training, as they see church members whom are
also hungry to learn the Word of God. The interaction is beneficial to both.

Fred Ferren, graduated from Norris Bible Baptist
Institute in 2002 with a three-year Bible diploma.
