A BETTER VISION

PHYSICALLY
The year 2020, readily brings to mind the
matter of how well one sees, as in having
20/20 vision. In one way or another, many churches and preachers will be
making use of this term to promote a theme for the year. The designation
of 20/20 eyesight is the average quality of seeing among young adults. It is
something which I discovered I did not have at the age of 15 when I went
to get my driver’s license and I did not pass the eye exam. My eyesight was
just bad enough to require eyeglasses before I could get my driver’s license.
Guess what I reluctantly, but readily did. I was amazed by what I had been
missing when I first put on those “corrective lenses” as I left the doctors’s
office and scanned the landscape around me. Clearly seeing the individual
leaves in the tree across the street first caught my attention. That night, the
Starry Starry Night of Van Gogh's portrayal was no longer the direction my
vision was headed. Rather, the stars were clear points of light.

A person with 20/20 eyesight means that one can distinguish letters about
1/16th of an inch, at 20 feet. Even though it is the basic level of eyesight
needed in everyday life, there are people who can see better than 20/20.
A person with 20/15 vision can see objects at 20 feet that a person with
20/20 vision can only see at 15 feet. Generally speaking, the best eyesight a
human can have is 20/10. The design of the human eye is limited to being
no better than 20/8. However, some Aboriginal people in outback Australia
are regularly reported to have vision that can be more than four times

A GREATER VISION SPIRITUALLY

For many, Lasik surgery can improve their physical eyesight, but only God,
via the Scriptures, can improve one’s spiritual and eternal eyesight (e.g.,
Psalm 19:8). Christ steadily improved the “Biblical eyesight”, of the apostles
(Mark 8:18). At the seminary, the faculty seeks to maintain and continue
to improve their Biblical eyesight through prayerful Bible study, in sermon
and lesson preparation (Psalm 119:18). They do so not just for the sake of
fostering the spiritual improvement of the people to whom they minister
in the churches in which they preach and teach, but also to enhance the
spiritual visual perception of the students whom they teach at NBBS.

A CLEARER VISION MINISTERIALLY
It is very encouraging to students and faculty, as well as to the school
administration when pastors and churches
see the Norris Bible Baptist Seminary as a
worthy investment of their time and energy
through their prayers and financial support.
Accordingly, please view the pictures below
of the OPENING DAY RALLY on Tuesday,
January 14, at NBBS and be blessed by seeing
how your investment is paying off.
